The Towns of Great Britain

The centre of everything in Great Britain is the city of London. It's situated at the
centre of a vast national and international network of communication.

The other towns, situated to the north of the Thames are Oxford and Cambridge.

Oxford was first mentioned in recorded history in the tenth century and later became
an important trade centre in medieval times, then it developed into leading educational
centre. Cambridge is also best known for its ancient university. Its industries are mostly
concerned with electronics which has an international reputation. Bristol dominates South-
west England, both as the region's largest seaport and as its largest city. It is a major centre
of metallurgy, aircraft and chemical industries. Of the towns situated in the south of
England the largest ones are Southampton, Portsmouth and Brighton. Southampton is
primarily a seaport, the most important on the south coast.

Brighton is one of the most popular seaside resorts of Britain. It has mild climate,
warm sea and wonderful beaches. Manchester is a city of ancient origin. By the 17th
century it was great commercial city, a centre of textile industry. Now engineering along
with clothing manufacture are most important industries there. Sheffield, situated in South
Yorkshire, produces almost two-thirds of the country's alloy steel, it is famous for its-tools
and cutlery. Other industries include paper making machinery and food processing. In
North Yorkshire the largest town is York. Its leading industries are engineering and
manufacture of confectionery. York attracts many tourists because of its famous medieval
city walls.

Ecological Problems
With the development of civilization man's interference in nature grows up. It leads
to different negative factors are: the pollution of water, air, soil and the destruction of the
ozone layer. This problem must be solved if we want to preserve life on our planet. This
problem is global problem that's why all countries of the world, all people, young and old,
must take an active part in the protection of natural resources rationally. Factories and
plants must have purification systems to preserve the purity of water, air and soil. We must
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take care of plants, trees, animals, birds and fish, especially of those that are dying out. We
also have a Red Book where rare and dying out plants, birds, animals are registered.
Though the role of people in the solution of ecological problems has greatly increased, we
can't say that we are doing all in our power, to stop harmful processes in preserving the
environment. The following radical measures must be taken: 1. The replanting of trees that
have been cut down; 2. Nuclear tests should be stopped; 3. Purification systems must be
installed at plants and factories; 4. Natural resources should be used more rationally; 5.
Rare and dying out birds, animals and plants should be protected; 6. Precaution measures
should be taken against the destruction of the ozone layer.

Agriculture in Great Britain
The British agriculture is nowadays one of the most efficient and mechanized
in the world. The share of employment in the field amounts 2% of the total employment in
the country. The total area of farmlands is 58.3 min ha (76% of the total area of the
country). Animal husbandry prevails in the structure of agricultural production. Developed
are dairy and beef cattle breeding, pig husbandry, beef sheep and poultry husbandry for
meat.

Great Britain is one of the largest suppliers of sheep wool. Traditionally, animal
husbandry is concentrated in river basins. Nearly 60% of tillage in crop husbandry is
occupied by permanent grasses, more than 28% - by cereal crops (including wheat — 15%,
barley — 11%), 12% - by industrial crops (rapeseed, sugar beet, flax) and feeding crops
(including potato), and also by vegetable gardens and small-fruit crops. The main crop-
producing areas are East England and the Southeast.

Production volumes exceed the volumes of consumption by such products as wheat,
barley, oats, and pork; production volumes are lower than the volume of consumption by
such products as potato, beef, mutton, wool, sugar and eggs. Therefore, Great Britain has
to import many of the necessary products. The country imports 4/5 of butter, 2/3 of sugar,
a half of wheat and bacon, % of beef and veal consumed in the country.

Russian Agriculture

Russia has always been a great agricultural country. It has various climatic
conditions. So, Russian agriculture produces almost all the farm crops known in the world.
The total area under cultivation is occupied by grain crops such as wheat, maize, barley,
rye, oats, etc. The rest is otcupied by potatoes and other vegetables, legumes, fruits and
industrial crops. In the orchards one caa see plums and apples, pears and peaches and
berries of all kinds. Animal husbandry is also widely spread in our country. Farmers raise
horses, cows, sheep and" pigs on their farms. Cattle farming gives us meat and milk.
Poultry farming supplies us with eggs and meat.

Agricultural system in Russia needs stability. The situation with agriculture is not
simple nowadays. There are no state supported collective farms anymore as it was during
the Soviet period. Now there are agricultural joint-stock companies and individual
farming. Many farms collaborate with foreign farms, use modern equipment and
agricultural technologies.

Russian agriculture is undergoing the process of economical changes. It is rather
difficult to survive in the conditions of deep economic crisis, especially for individual
farmers. But we hope that country-men will overcome all the difficulties of our times aad
our agriculture will make steady progress. This will mean better living standards for the
Russian people.



Relationships between Plants and Animals

Plants and animals have a very dependent relationship. Animals cannot survive
without plants, and many species of plants would die out without the carbon dioxide and
fertilizer that come from animals. Plants produce oxygen as a byproduct, which is one of
the most necessary elements animals need in order to survive.

When they exhale, animals produce carbon dioxide, which is combined with
sunlight and water to produce food that plants consume.

Plants provide habitats for a variety of animals. For instance, many species of birds
construct nests out of twigs and build these nests up in trees.
Herbivorous animals consume many plants. All animals are dependent on plants for food,
as even carnivorous animals must eat herbivorous animals.

Dead animals decompose and release nutrients into the soil. The waste products of
animals also fertilize soil. These nutrients aid plants in growing. The pitcher plant and the
Venus flytrap actually capture insects in order to use them as fertilizer.

Large cities with thousands of smoky industrial enterprises appear all over the world
today. The by-products of their activity pollute the air we breathe, the water we drink, the
land we grow grain and vegetables on. Every year world industry pollutes the atmosphere
with about 1000 million tons of dust and other harmful substances.

But global problems not always require global solutions. A lot of people think that
there is little they can do to help the environment. They are sure that it is the duty of the
government and big companies to make our planet cleaner: to recycle waste materials, to
protect rare animals and plants, to install antipollution equipment and so on. But they are
wrong. Everybody must take part in reducing pollution.

Farming in Great Britain
There are about 53,500 farms in England. Most of them are farms less than 50 acres
each. These small ones are family farms. All the work on the farm is done by the farmer
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and his family. The types of farm in England are different in different soil and climatic
areas. Some parts of Britain have excellent soil for crops, while others are used for cattle,
sheep, pigs and poultry.

In the north-west of England, Wales and Scotland, farmers keep cattle and sheep.
Sheep can survive the cold winters on the hills and moors. In the south-west of England,
the rich grass is ideal for feeding dairy cows. In the south-east of England and the
lowlands of Scotland, grain, potatoes and sugar beet are grown. In East Anglia (Norfolk,
Suffolk and Essex), wheat, barley and vegetables grow in enormous fields.

Now the main tendency in agricultural development of this country is that small
traditional farms are gradually disappearing because they cannot compete with modern big
industrial farms.
